In the wake of tragedy, Kevin must end his extended adolescence or lose the 
things he holds most dear. Haunted by unsettled scores, it becomes clear that he must leave the town he loves 
in order to save himself from it. A new beginning is only a bus ride away. 
 
Shot on location in Central Wisconsin, NONAMES, focuses on this particular group of friends and their 
experiences growing up together while painting a subtle picture of the small town life dealing with topical issues 
of job loss and whatÕs at stake if they donÕt change their direction.

Jacobs (NBCÕs The Community), introducing a talented ensemble cast and featuring a poignant supporting 
performance by veteran performer Barry Corbin, NONAMES is beautiful coming of age drama about family, 
friends and the definition of home.

Waltons. From 1990 to 1995, Corbin portrayed former astronaut Maurice Minnifield on CBS's Northern 
Exposure, for which he received an Emmy nomination.  In 1994, Corbin narrated the acclaimed TBS 
documentary MoonShot, telling the story of the 1960s space race from the first-person viewpoint of Mercury 
Seven astronaut Deke Slayton. In 2007, He played the character Clay Johnson, father of Deputy Chief Brenda 
Lee Johnson on The Closer series. 
From 2003-2008, Corbin was a cast member of the teenage drama series One Tree Hill, where he portrayed 
Coach Brian "Whitey" Durham for the Tree Hill Ravens and a favorite recent and notable performance is when 
he played Ellis in the Coen Brothers', No Country for Old Men. 
   
 

                              



DirectorÕs Statement 
 
 
 
 
 
Kate Lindboe (Writer/Director) 
 
Years in the making, NONAMES began filming in Central Wisconsin, August 2008 and wrapped 26 days later.  
The story of Kevin Williams (played by James Badge Dale) is based on my brotherÕs ongoing difficulty dealing 
with adulthood in the small town he loved.  Several events occurred in his life that resulted in this story.  I was 
intrigued by his love of this small Wisconsin town and bond with his friends, even when more and more 
hardships came down on him, some brought on by himself, many not.  But the fact is, there is a breaking point 
in everyoneÕs life when you know things have to change.  My family was able to witness my brotherÕs desire to 
change after years of watching him fall.  NONAMES takes a look into the characters that make up the world of 
and around Kevin.  All of these characters have voices and stories that will mostly go unheard past their own 
circle.  They remain anonymous in the world, by choice or lack thereof. 
 
Just like most independently financed films, finding the funding was the most difficult part, especially when we 
knew we wanted to shoot this story on 35mm film with an anamorphic lens which brought the budget much 
higher than the ProducerÕs thought they could raise.  The beautiful landscapes inspired the Director of 
Photography (Kenneth Wilson) and I to take this small indie to a visually epic place so we continued our 
fundraising efforts.  
 
My Producer and best friend of over 24 years, Robin Van Ert, came on board in the very early stages of 
development.  RobinÕs personal connection to the stories events made her passionate about ensuring the film 
went into production and was quick to find our development money, which enabled us to shoot some location 
b-roll.  We used this b-roll, along with taping interviews, locations and actors, to find more investors and 
eventually financed the entire film.   
 
Casting was a large process as we have 30 actors with speaking roles.  The main ensemble of seven actors 
and five supporting roles were cast through my previous directing relationships and our wonderful casting 
agency, Chrystie Street Casting.  Our Casting Director, Jessica Kelly, suggested James Badge Dale for the 
lead soon after we met.  Once I became familiar with his work, I met him knowing immediately Badge was the 
only one to play Kevin.  Sometimes, itÕs that easy.  Once Badge and I discussed the real story behind the 
screenplay, we went forward, respectfully, to tell a tragic yet beautiful story about friends and family and the 
meaning of home.  Overall, we have a great cast that did an amazing job as an ensemble.  I only wish we had 
time and money to tell all of their stories too.  Maybe somedayÉin a NONAMES mini-series. 
  
There are elements in this story that are relevant to our country today. It talks about the loss of jobs and dried 
up land and those that can find a place living in a small town and those that cannot. Ultimately though, itÕs 
about choices you make and the results that follow.  Basic cause and effect occurs throughout the story and 
even though, a viewer might be frustrated to follow the journey of a flawed character going through this cycle, 
hopefully, the payoff is investing in someone with these flaws and witnessing them realize that a change must 
happen in order for their life to improve.   
 
I believe in storytelling that allows you to have an inside look at peopleÕs lives you might not otherwise 
encounter.  My hope is you fall in love with people you initially judge and want to know more about their lives 
when the film is over.

Miami". In 2007, the Korean television network of KBS commissioned
